A Action Adventure

However, huge ticket sales = huge budgets, which means that these movie
bring in a lot of money, but not the best ROI. E.g., to datatarhas made
over $2.7 billion, yet its ROl is “just” 500%.

A Drama, Romance and Comedies

I Dramas and romance don't typically have huge budgets for special effects
sets, so when one really takes off, it can make an incredible ROIl. The mov
Oncewas made on a shoestring budget ($150,000) and took off, gaining O
nominations in the music category and taking in nearly $19 million.

A Documentaries

I With little in the way of cast, crew, special effects or big name stars,
documentaries can often be made for a tiny fraction of what it costs aarge
Hollywood film, and when these films become popular, the ROI is astronon

I Horror has the most ROI hits and very few misses. The number one movie
